The following rules must be in place and adhered to by May 10, 2010:

 

1. Balls / Any .44 core w/stamp.......stamp must be visible at all times!!!

2. Bats / Any bat that is on the BAN LIST will not be allowed in this league. Anyone caught with 

    any illegal bat will be suspended for 1 year.

3. Batting 12 people in a line-up (Depends on the individual team).

4. HOMERUNS (5hrs. per game then a single) when a OPEN team play a EQUALIZER team.  When an OPEN team plays another OPEN team the homerun limit will be UNLIMITED.

5. A 5 foot FLOATING RUBBER will be used. Any pitcher pitching from a deeper depth will have a ball called.

6. A pitching screen will be optional for each team and each game. If a person hits the pitching screen in any kind of way, the batter will be OUT.

7. EQUALIZER teams will have the option of choosen to be OPEN or EQUALIZER  before each game. This decision must be decided before the game with UMPIRE and other team.

8. A 15 minute GRACE PERIOD will be given for the FIRST games of the night. The second games DO NOT have a grace period.

9. Runners will be allowed to stand off on 1st and 3rd, but they must touch the base before advancing to the next base.

10. We will use the last man to make an out to run for a injuried or ailing player.

11. Any player using PROFANITY towards another team or umpire will be ejected from the game, and the player will serve a 2 game suspension for his actions. (If this same player is ejected for a second time, he will be suspended from the league for the rest of the year.

12. UMPIRES must check with the League President, Calvin "Rock" McCrary before ejecting a player for the 2nd time.

13. UMPIRES will be scheduled by Cal Tanner "The Crew Chief". All checks for Umpires will be written to Cal Tanner and he will disburse the money to his crew.

14. ALL HOME TEAMS WILL KEEP THE OFFICIAL SCOREBOOK, BUT IF THE HOME TEAM DOESN'T PRODUCE OR HAVE AN OFFICIAL BOOK THEN THE VISITOR'S TEAM'S SCOREBOOK WILL BE USED AS THE OFFICIAL BOOK,  Scorekeepers running the clock without an OFFICIAL SCOREBOOK  will not be a deciding factor in the outcome of the game. Before every game, the home & visiting teams should bring an official scorebook to the coin toss meeting at homeplate; therefore, if the HOME TEAM doesn't have a scorebook, then the visitor's scorebook will be used as the official book.
